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	REGIONAL DIRECTOR’S CORNER

Every two years, Region 9 has to elect a Regional Director (See National ASQ Policy S-8). My term expires June 30, 2003. Therefore National ASQ will be accepting written nominations from Section chairs between November 1 and December 31, 2002. If there is more than one candidate, elections will be held between January 15 and February 15, 2003. Each Section will than cast one written vote representing that Section's Executive Committee.

The term of a Regional Director is two years and no Regional Director can serve more than three full consecutive terms (he or she is eligible for re-election after someone else has served at least one full term). I will complete my first full term this coming June 30 and therefore I am eligible to serve at least one more term.

The duties of a Regional Director are:

- attend all Board of Directors and Section Affairs Council 

  meetings

- act as the voice of the Section at all Board of Directors and 

  Section Affairs Council meetings

- explain, train and promote the Society's mission, objectives, 

  operating principles, policies and programs to the Section 

  leadership

- establish communications with each Section 

- encourage Sections to meet the minimum requirements as 

  stated in National's policies S-1 and S-3

- encourage Sections to meet the performance excellence 

  measures as determined by the Society

- recommend approval of new Sections who meet the basic 

  requirements and dissolution of Sections who do not continually

  meet the basic requirements

- monitor and provide guidance to the Sections within the region

- provide guidance to Section leadership for accomplishment of 

  SMP

- promote volunteer and Section recognition

- communicate Board of Directors issues and decisions to the 

  Section leadership

- appoint deputy regional directors

- serve on committees at the National level to promotes the 

  mission and goals of ASQ

- determine strategic direction for Section Affairs Council

Qualifications for a candidate are:

- must be a senior, fellow or honorary member in good standing 

  with the Society

- must be a member of the Society for at least six years

- must be a member of a Section within Region 9

Please start considering who you want to nominate as your Regional Director for the years 2003-2005. You should receive  from National a nomination form sometime in late October. All eligible individuals, who want to serve as Regional Director, should be considered by you. Please remember to vote in January/February.
